The Arts and Elective Subjects

The IB Programme, however, is about more than these fijests. At its heart are three core requirements
that are integral to the curriculum and that make the Diploma Programme unique.

* Theory of Knowledge (TOK)

This is one of the most important elements of the DP course. It challenges students to quiestimses of
knowledge and to reflect critically on how they acquire knowledge and use it within their different areas of
study.

* Extended Essay

The Extended Essay is a formal piece of writing, of not more than 4,000 words, based upon independent
researchwithin a particular subject of your own choosing (yet within the IB subject areas). The Extended Essay
is one of the central parts of the IB Diploma along with CAS and Theory of Knowledge. Its purpose is tc
provide candidates with an opportunity to enggin independent research and produce an in depth study of a
limited topic within a subject. Emphasis is placed upon personal research. A successful Extended Essay w
provide you with both an excellent piece of work to discuss at university or jobviates and also excellent
research skills to carry forward with you to university.

The intellectual and time management skills needed to deal with thistemy project are considerable. The
Extended Essay takes around 40 hours to write once you havdedeon the title and done your planning.

With the right choice of topic it should also be interesting and intellectually rewarding.

THE NATURE OF LANGUAGE®BNch, Spanish, German

Language Bs a foreign language course desigtiedstudents with some previous experience of the language.

It may be studied at either higher level or standard level. The main focus of the course is on language
acquisition and development in the four primary language skills of listening, speakadggeind writing.

These language skills will be developed through the study and use of a range of written and spoken material,
from everyday exchanges to literary texts.

At both higher and standard level, the student will not only learn basic langstagetures, but will be able to
use the language in a range of situations, such as the world of work, social relationships and, at higher level,
may include the discussion of abstract ideas.

The aim of the course is to enable students to be competelfttiee areas:
e Language; handling the language system accurately.

e Cultural interactiong selecting language appropriate to a particular cultural and social context.

¢ Message; understanding ideas and how they are organized in order to communicate them
appropriately.

During the course of study, students will be encouraged to develop confidence in the use of the language,
sensitivity to the audience and an ability to communicate their ideas clearly.

ASSESSMENT

Higher Level students will study topicggireater depth than Standard Level students, and will therefore be
expected to tackle more demanding tasks in the written examinations.

The written examinations account for 70% of the marks and are taken in the second year of the course. One
written examination has comprehension and language manipulation exercise, whilst the other involves writing
an essay. Candidates may choose from a list, with a range of registers. The third requirement at Standard
Level is a written assignment of 3@00 words pls a 100 word rationale based on a syllabus core topic. At
Higher Level the requirement is a 5600 word essay with a 150 word rationale. These assignments are
conducted under teacher supervision over a maximum period of four hours, although not nélgegasane

sitting.

The oral exam accounts for 30% of the marks and is also taken in the second year. Candidates are examined
individually, when they are expected to express knowledge and opinions of topics they have chosen to
research, as well as beingguired to take part in group discussions.

LANGUAGE AB INITIO (BEGINNERRENCH, SPANISH, GERMAN

As well as Language B, which is offered in French, German and Spanish, it is also possible for students to study
one of these languages at ab initice(nners) level if they have not studied the language before. The makeup

of the exam differs slightly from Language B. The two examinations and written assignment comprise 75% of
the overall mark, with the remaining 25% comprising of just one indiviohal The written assignment is

200-300 words, with no rationale required and is completed in one single sitting of no more than two hours
under teacher supervision.

Businessiad Management is the rigorous and critical study of the ways in which individuals and groups

interact in a dynamic business environment. It is an academic discipline that examines how business decisions
are made and the impact of these decisions on inteema external environments. Business and Management
provides students with the skills to make sense of the circumstances that drive change in an interdependent
and multicultural world. Emphasis is placed on the ideals of international cooperation arahsssp

citizenship.

The course involves a study of:

e An Introduction to Organisationg including the need for business organisations, the different types
of organisations and their objectives.

e The External Environmeng including different environments iwhich organisations operate.

e Marketing ¢ including marketing strategies to achieve organisational objectives and in response to the
changing environment.

¢ Human Resource Managementincluding the way people influence, and are influenced by,
organisationsri order to achieve organisational objectives.

e Operations Management including operation decision making, linking, in particular, with human
resource management, quality assurance and customer care.

e Accounting and Financeincluding how organisations mage their finance and the strengths and
limitations of the tools of financial analysis.

No previous knowledge of Business and Management is presumed and therefore there are no special course
requirements, although it is recomended that students will have achieved at least a grade C at GCSE (or
equivalent) in Mathematics.

Economics
IB Group 3

Course information
What is it all about?

Economics is the scientific study of choices made by individuals, firms and governments, and the effect of
these doices on the economy. It is an academic subject which provides a good link between science and arts
subjects. It is scientific in its investigative nature and requires good logical and analytical skills together with
the ability to produce convincing wién argument. The study of Economics should enable students to
understand better the current economic issues that affect their lives. It should enable students to recognise
problems faced by themselves and others and to offer informed comment on ecopoofilems.

The course involves a study of:

Higher and Standard Level

Part 1: Introduction to Economics
Introduction to the basic terminology, themes, ideas and problems.

Part 2: Microeconomics
Developing Part 1 and applying it to businesses, whilst pirayidirther tools for analysis in other areas.

Part 3: Macroeconomics
Developing Part 1 to enable the consideration of issues relevant to economies, such as unemployn
inflation.

Part 4: International Economics
Providing an explanation of why couigts trade, what problems countries face and how they
addressed, including exchange rate and protection issues.

Part 5: Development Economics
