


The Ellesmere College Cricket Academy

The Ellesmere College Cricket Academy has been established following the
outstanding successes of the College’s Rugby Academies and Tennis Academies
and the meteoric rise of the Ellesmere College Titans swimming team.

The purpose of the Ellesmere Academies programme is to enhance the excellent
provision for sport that exists for all pupils at the College. In particular the
Academies allow individual pupils to develop their sporting talents to a level not
normally supported in schools. Regional and National recognition for Academy
pupils is one of the development goals of all the Academies.

The Academy structure is supported by individualised high-quality training advice,
sports psychology, physiotherapy, video analysis, reduced-cost private health
insurance, outstanding facilities and links with external agencies relevant to the
particular Academy sport.

The Cricket Academy has already established links with Cheshire, Staffordshire,
Shropshire and North Wales Youth Cricket Boards, and has formed a link with first-
class county club Glamorgan. The College has historic links for cricket exchanges
with schools in India and links with South Africa are being developed.

Ellesmere aims to allow young players to fulfil their potential by providing a
comprehensive cricket programme within the framework of a varied and supportive
academic and community life.



Facilities for cricket

Facilities at Ellesmere College for all activities are excellent.

The College has three cricket pitches, all
on-site and has plans for more following the
recent purchase of an additional 74 acres of
land adjacent to the main College site. The
playing surfaces are supported by a further
14 grass and 6 artificial wickets.

Cricket-specific facilities are augmented by
the use of the College’s Sports Hall,
completed in 2004 at a cost of £1.3m, which
offers space for four indoor nets.

A fully-equipped weights and fitness room and the indoor swimming pool, opened in
2007, further support the general fitness programme for all sports, as does the
expert SAQ coaching available.

Scholarships and financial assistance

Scholarships: a cricket scholarship or award is based purely on merit. An award can
be worth up to 50% of the fees (boarding or day) and is made on the basis of an
assessment of cricketing ability; where appropriate other skills can also be taken
into account and a variety of other scholarships and all-rounder awards are
available. As with all candidates for places at the College we need to be confident
in offering places that prospective pupils can thrive academically at the school, and
an academic and behavioural
reference is an important part of
any assessment. As a general
guidance for considering any
sporting scholarship at the
College, a candidate - to be
worthy of consideration - will be
performing at a level above
County representation standard.
To be performing at this level by
no means guarantees an award,
but performance below this level
would be an indication that a scholarship award was unlikely to be made. In
exceptional circumstances awards may be supplemented additionally by bursaries.

Bursaries: bursaries are best-regarded as means-tested merit awards below the
standard of scholarship level. There are two aspects to the award of a bursary. An
assessment of merit as outlined above and an assessment of parental financial cir-
cumstances.
