Scholarships and financial assistance

Scholarships: a tennis scholarship or award is based purely on merit. An award can
be worth up to 50% of the fees (boarding or day) and is made on the basis of an
assessment of tennis ability; where appropriate other skills can also be taken into
account and a variety of other scholarships and all-rounder awards are available. As
with all candidates for places at the College we need to be confident in offering
places that prospective pupils can thrive academically at the school, and an
academic and behavioural reference is an important part of any assessment. As a
general guidance for considering any sporting scholarship at the College, a
candidate - to be worthy of consideration - will be performing at a level above
County representation standard. To be performing at this level by no means
guarantees an award, but performance below this level would be an indication that a
scholarship award was unlikely to be made. In exceptional circumstances awards
may be supplemented additionally by bursaries.

Bursaries: bursaries are best-regarded as means-tested merit awards below the
standard of scholarship level. There are two aspects to the award of a bursary. An
assessment of merit as outlined above and an assessment of parental financial cir-
cumstances.
